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o THE GREEN CORNER: By Dot Ravenhorst

I've written about water before--and about fuel consumption--but not about the connection
between water and energy. Transporting, treating and heating the water we use requires
energy and produces CO2 the primary contributor to global warming. In the Southeastern U.S.
power plants use 2/3 of all withdrawals of fresh water.

To keep power on in the U.S. everyday requires more water than would be used by 10 New York cities.
Water used for cooling in a coal plant or nuclear energy plant may be warm enough to kill fish and other
wildlife in a stream to which it is discharged or to affect marine life if discharged into the ocean. Shortage of
water can shut down power plants and may come during hot dry summers when energy needs peak.

Production of ethanol may require from 1/2 to 20 gallons of water depending on needs for irrigation.
Subsidizing U.S. corn growers has made corn so cheap it can be sold in Mexico for so little that Mexican
farmers are put out of work or may lose their farms.

Mountaintop removal for coal in Appalachia may provide some good paying jobs but has buried about 2000
miles of headwater streams and ruined homes of many people. The process of using coal for energy
discharges arsenic, mercury, lead, and other toxic substances into the air.

So--are we being good stewards of God's earth? There is no easy answer to our problem, but doing what
we can to conserve energy and water is the only way an individual can begin.
